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Dramatic integrity and vocal clarity are the enduring artistic hallmarks of performances by bass-baritone

. His impressive variety of roles ranges from Leporello in DON GIOVANNI with Opera
Ontario, to Owen Hart in the Canadian premiere of DEAD MAN WALKING with Calgary Opera. Mr.
Goerz has recently added several notable new roles to his repertoire including Don Basilio in IL
BARBIERE DI SIVIGLIA with Edmonton Opera and Frére Laurentin ROMEO ET JULIETTE with
Opera Ontario. Of special note were his performances of Don Estoban in Zemlinski’s rarely heard DER
ZWERG with the American Symphony Orchestra under Leon Botstein at the Bard Festival in New York.
In 2007-2008, he looks forward to Der Sprecher in DIE ZAUBERFLOTE and Le Bailli in WERTHER
(both for Opera Hamilton) and Ben in REGINA for Pacific Opera Victoria.

In recent seasons Mr. Goerz was heard as Sulpice in LA FILLE DU REGIMENT opposite soprano
Elizabeth Futral and Don Alfonso in COSIFAN TUTTE with Vancouver Opera, Nikitich in BORIS
GODUNOV with the Canadian Opera Company, Raimondo in LUCIA DILAMMERMOOR with Pacific
Opera Victoria, and Tod in DER KAISER VON ATLANTIS with both the Canadian Opera Company,
and Edmonton Opera.

Performances in the United States include Papageno in DIE ZAUBERFLOTE and Masetto in DON
GIOVANNI - both with Cincinnati Opera, Pooh Bah in THE MIKADO with Arizona Opera, the title role
in THE MIKADO with Virginia Opera, Robin Oakapple in RUDDIGORE with Washington Opera, and
Benoit/Alcindoro in LABOHEME with Glimmerglass Opera.

An accomplished oratorio singer, Thomas has recently been featured with the Toronto Mendelssohn Choir
singing Beethoven’s MISSA SOLEMNIS, the Mozart REQUIEM, and Mendelssohn’s ST. PAUL. He
has sung Haydn’s DIE SCHOPFUNG with the Taipei Symphony and with the Arcadia Chamber
Orchestra at [zumi Hall in Osaka Japan. His repertoire includes Handel’s MESSIAH, Bach’s MASS IN B
MINOR, JOHANNES P ASSION (Christus & arias), WEIHNACHTSORATORIUM, and

MAGNIFICAT, with groups such as the Vancouver Symphony, the Calgary Philharmonic, the Québec
Symphony, the National Arts Centre Orchestra, the Vancouver Bach Choir, and the Grand Philharmonic
Choir. Mr. Goerz has also performed several times with the Japan Philharmonic at the Takefu
International Music Festival under Chosei Komatsu. Last year he made his debut with the Costa Rica
Symphony singing the Mozart REQUIEM. Mr. Goerz can be heard on a NAXOS recording of Bach
Cantatas for Advent.

Several key roles at the Banff Summer Festival have marked Mr. Goerz’s continuing success and growth
as a complete artist, starting with his personal favourite — Bo#fom in Britten’s A MIDSUMMER NIGHT’S
DREAM directed by the late Colin Graham, George 11l in EIGHT SONGS FOR A MAD KING by
Maxwell Davies, and Ari Onassis in the Canadian premiere of JACKIE O directed by Nicholas Muni.

Mr. Goerz’s range is further demonstrated in an extensive repertoire of operetta and musical theatre. With
Vancouver Opera he has performed Mr. Peachum in Weill’s THREEPENNY OPERA directed by Morris
Panych. His Gilbert & Sullivan roles now number 17 including Dick Deadeye in HM.S. PINAFORE at
Canada’s renowned Stratford Festival. Thomas is well remembered as the villainous Inspector Javert in
the original Canadian cast of LES MISERABLES at Toronto’s Royal Alexandra Theatre. He fought
many windmills as Don Quixote in MAN OF LA MANCHA with Theatre Aquarius, and toured to
Singapore and Hong Kong as M. Firmin in PHANTOM OF THE OPERA.
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
